If you have never been in a Bee, you are missing 

out on fun, companionship, inspiration, food, 

sewing tips, photographs, ideas, vacation or 
shopping, tips and more! 

I would like to encourage all our members to join a 
Bee.  Those of us who cannot or do not drive in the 

evenings  (or daytime) can be matched up with other 

members to share a ride.  Members with disabilities 
will be accommodated.  Our Bees include: a Bee for 

those who prefer to work on a focused project, a group 

project, or personal projects.  Bring a quilt you are 
working on, or a quilt you cannot seem to finish, or 

perhaps a quilt that needs repair or restoration; or 

bring a finished quilt to show!  Also, one could bring 
some mending or any other needlework, or share a 

quilting book, patterns or photographs.  It is okay to 

just come empty handed!  If you would just like to 
visit a Bee, but not join or make a commitment, that is 

okay too!  Check with the contact person or host first, 

at some meetings you may even bring a friend or two!  
We do ask however, that any newcomer who joins a 

Bee, must also join the FP&Q Guild.   

What kind of activities might be going on in the Bee? 
Well, here are a few ideas and inspirations to try at 

your next Bee meeting: 

Try a fabric exchange  
Everyone brings a fat quarter of a specific color, say 

blue, and exchanges the fabric with each other.  

Other categories for exchange could be floral, plaid, 
novelty, something weird that-I- donôt-know-why-I-

brought-it, batiks, solids, off whites or cream 

colored, etc.   
A sewing notions exchange  

Everyone brings some of those sewing notions or 

simply  thread from home that seems to never get 
used.  These items are then placed in a basket and 

passed around so that everyone takes a new sewing 

notion home.   
A book exchange 

Everyone brings one of their pattern books to lend to 

one another at that meeting.  Be sure to place your 
name  inside the book so that it is returned! 

My favorite quilting book 

Everyone brings in their favorite quilting book which 
are passed around during the meeting for others to 

look at, or write down the name of the book for later 

use.  Books are returned to their owners at the end of 
the meeting.
