NATURAL BATTINGS 

Besides the widely-used cotton, polyester, and cotton blended batting, you can 

choose to work with natural fibers. These natural battings may be more 

expensive and harder to find, but they are an option you should consider when 

making a quilt. Natural battings include wool, silk, and down. Wool is an 
excellent batting material and easy to work with, whereas silk requires special 

quilting techniques. Down is an excellent batting material; however, the 

feathers can be quite messy to work with.
