                      - Birthing a quilt - 

The method of sewing the quilt batting and 
backing to the outside edges of the quilt (right 
sides together), then turning the whole thing 
inside out as if it were a pillowcase. If you 
have laid out the layers correctly, the batting 
will be in the middle, and you can slip stitch 
the quilt pillow closed. 

Did You Know . . .   In the past, quilt-making was 

often considered a uniquely American art form. Today 

however, researchers have proven that the origins of 

quilting are found throughout time, in areas around the 

world.  The International Quilt Study Centerűs Quilt 

History Timeline - Pre-history to 1800, provides 

numerous documented references that help to illuminate 

the history of quilts and quilt-making.
