WORKSHOP: April 29, 10am-4pm
“Machine Quilting Without Marking”
Instructor: Scott Murkin

Do you hate marking quilt tops? Are you ready to take your
machine quilting to the next level? Learn how to increase
your productivity and creativity by quilting your tops without
the hassel of marking them first. Covering straight-line and
free motion techniques, you will leave the class with
samples for future reference. Some experience with free
motion machine quilting helpful, but not necessary.

Three(3) 18-inch square fabric sandwiches. One sandwich
consist of layers of cotton fabric with a piece of batting in
between (cotton or wool). These can be pin basted at the
edges or the edges can be zigzagged. It is not
recommended to thread baste. The back of the sandwich
can be any cotoon quilting fabric. The top should be a solid
color (muslin is fine).

Feel Free to bring a work in progress for discussion or
practice.

Sewing machine in good working order with (1) walking foot,
(2)either darning or embroidery foot (these have a spring on
them and do not touch the machine base when lowered —
bring both if you have them) and (3) all basic sewing
supplies. Must be able to lower or cover feed dogs on the
sewing machine. If you do not have the correct presser feet,
you will not get as much out of the class. You must know
how to operate your machine — bring your owner’s manual if
you have it.

If your machine has an attachment to extend the sewing
surface, bring the extension with you. One dark and one
light thread for machine sewing (exact colors are not
important).

Stiletto (or wooden kitchen skewer or That Purple Thing)
Bring: Scissors or thread nippers, extension cord, bag lunch.
