 NC Quilt Symposium is about 7 weeks away. Posters are 

available for members to post around the community to 
advertise the event. Martha Claire, co-chair of the 

symposium asked for volunteers in all areas, for people 

to sign up for classes, and for entries for the quilt show.  

 Quilts made by the guild for Forsyth Hospital have 

recently been hung in the Cancer Center conference 

room. This was a NC Quilt Symposium sponsored 

community project and members were urged to go and 

view the quilts.
