In Memory of Zola Tiller 

  On Tues, Aug. 1, Zola passed away at 

her home from cancer. H er family was at 

her bedside. She was born in Inman, VA, 

and was married to Harry for 43 years 

before his passing. Zola and Harry owned 

a bookstore for many years, called the 

Alpha Omega Bookshop. In addition to 

graduating from Radford College, Zola 

became a pilot as well as a homemaker to 

four children. She had visited many 

placed in the US and abroad. She had 

climbed the Great Wall of China and 

recently visited Bermuda with her 

daughters. Zola began quilting about 26 

years ago, by taking a quilting class 

with her daughter Laura, that was held 

at the South Fork Community Center.

Her family discovered two boxes full of 

ribbons and awards from various quilt 

shows. She was known for her exquisite 

hand quilting and hand  applique. At her 

memorial service, her beautiful 

Baltimore Album quilt was displayed at 

the front of the church. Several other 

quilts were on display at the reception 

after the service, which was held at 

Reynolda Presbyterian Church on Sunday, 

Aug. 6
th

.  

  Zola worked on many guild projects, 

including The North Carolina Lilly 

Quilt,  which was created in 1999 and 

recently hung at Forsyth Medical Center. 

The dogwood, which appears on the quilt, 

is her hand applique work. She served 

our guild as historian an d librarian. 

Zola participated in the Quilting 

Friends Bee since 1993.  

 One of her most memorable creations was 

the banjo cover for her son, Paul, which 

she made using his fatherôs ties. Zola 

was able to continue quilting even after 

her diagnosis this spr ing. She told 

several friends, ñI am at peace with 

what is happening to me.ò  True to 

herself, Zola was a humble person of 

great integrity and fortitude, a caring 

and loyal friend, a great listener and 

parent, and a dedicated church member. 

At her passing,  each of her four 

children received a dozen quilts or 

other creations in addition to the many 

items she had sewn for them earlier. Her 

bee, The Quilting Friends, gave a 

memorial gift to her church. She will be 

fondly remembered and greatly missed.
