A Guild for All North Carolina Quilters  

 
   The North Carolina Quilters Guild was formed on June 8, 1991, when nine women met at the 
home of Martha Ann Murray right here in Winston Salem. Those present were: Martha Ann, Nancy 
Wooten, Brenda Arrowood, Brenda Holland, Fannye Hall, Ann Roth, Kristen Gotzsche, Jane Hall 
and Joyce Spoon. There were not as many guilds in the state as we now have, and it was thought 
that this would be a good way to know other quilters from across the state. On November 9, 1991 
the first meeting was held in Greensboro, NC and we are still growing today. 
   At the beginning, we met twice a year in March and September with a local guild hosting each 
meeting. In 2004, as more local guilds became interested, we started meeting permanently in 
Raleigh, NC. In 2007, NCQG will move again, our spring and fall meetings will be held on the 
beautiful grounds of Caraway Conference Center in Asheboro, NC. Moving to the center of our state 
will enable all people a fair distance to travel from across the state. 
   Our dues are $20.00 per year and we receive a quarterly newsletter giving us all the latest news on 
what is going on in the quilting world around the state. We are inviting all FPQG members to join! 
The Web site is: www.ncquilters.org. We also host a forum alternate years for those guilds which 
belong to NC Quilters. The forum is a great opportunity for the guilds to network on classes, 
teachers, workshops and programs. We also discuss fundraising ideas for the guilds.    We have 
about 110 members and 20 associate guilds at present.
