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The Legacy of Fannye Hall

It has been said that if you are a quilter in 
Forsyth County, Fannye Hall taught you.  She 
was a woman who quietly (and sometimes not so 
quietly) shared her talents with all willing to 
learn.  If she saw a job that needed to be 
done...she took care of it.  Her influence spans 
beyond the quilting community and beyond the 
piedmont.

Walk around Old Salem and you will see people 
in period costumes: Fannye designed and made 
most of them.

Go to a Winston-Salem Little Theatre 
performance: Fanny designed and made those 
costumes also.

Without the perseverance of Fannye and Howard 
Hall, there may not be a Winston-Salem Little 
Theatre remaining in existence.

Untold numbers of women (and a few men) 
became quilters because Fannye was teaching at 
Forsyth Tech and South Fork and Walnut Cove 
and elsewhere.

Go to the NC Museum of History in Raleigh and 
ask to see the North Carolina Quilt Project 
database where there are over 10,000 quilts 
recorded, photographed and their stories 
preserved because Fannye traveled the state, 
saving our quilt history.

There is a Forsyth Piecers and Quilters Guild 
because Fannye was a founding member.  
Hundreds of babies and Brenner and Forsyth 
neo-natal units had the comfort of a quilt 
because Fannye made them.

On December 23, 2005, Fannye passed 
away unexpectedly. We wish to thank her 
daughter, Gretchen Devlin Hall, for 
sharing Fannye’s quilts with us.  You may 
participate in this legacy by attending the 
auction of her quilt tops at the Forsyth 
Piecers and Quilters meeting on 
September 8, 2008.

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QUILTING- A FORM OF DIPLOMACY

As some of you know, my husband took a job in Basel, Switzerland. I recently returned from my first trip in 
our bi-continental marriage and I wanted to tell you the role that a brightly-colored baby quilt took in my 
adventures.

I put together the top and set myself up for the quilting here in NC. I wanted a small project to take with me 
and my bee has not converted me to hand piecing and Grandmother’s Flower Garden as of yet. The quilt and 
a new, smaller hoop fit into my back pack and we made it through the US security without a hitch. If you fly 
you know that a lap sized quilt can come in handy on a long flight. I didn’t sleep much but I did get some 
work done.

Getting through the three additional security checkpoints became a slight challenge. I had specifically checked 
the regulations on scissors and knew that mine were okay but every time, the scissors were examined and 
measured very carefully.  I’m all for security so I didn’t mind; however, I think the people behind me in line 
did.  

The quilt became my friend during the first week in the apartment. I had trouble adjusting to the time 
change, felt overwhelmed by the new city and pretty much stayed put for five days. My husband has no TV 
so I worked on the quilt and read three of the books I had brought with me.

The middle week was our holiday in France. We had a wonderful time, exploring parts of the country that are 
not used to a lot of Americans. (By the way, the French were more than happy to speak English after I 
apologized for not speaking French.) We drank local wine, came across local events, and ate great local food. 
I did have one meal that consisted of a part of a cow that was not recognizable. The quilt was left behind like 
a pet waiting for me to return.

When I returned to Basel, I decided to venture out and discover more of the city. I took the quilt with me to 
a beautiful city park one day and it became the link to my new city. People of all ages came over to ask me 
about the quilt. Most Swiss are fluent in English and want to practice. A few people spoke to me in Swiss 
German. All of them were curious, quilting is not common there and many were fascinated by my simple 
baby quilt.

I purchased a pair of scissors with shorter blades for the trip back. It didn’t help, I still held up security. I 
had a long layover in Frankfort and found a rocker to sit and quilt. People are always in a hurry in an airport 
and we are now trained to keep our distance but I want you to know, quilting friends, that people of all sorts
watched me work. They were mostly curious. But the quilt gave me the universal symbol of humanity, a 
smile from strangers.
