Pillowcases
Making pillow cases provides a useful
and creative purpose for some odd
fabrics, those that you could not resist
buying, but never fit into a quilt. Using
40-45" fabric (width of fabric or WOF),
cut a 27" length for a regular case, 31"
for queen and 35” for king. Add 10"
length of WOF for a trim border and 2”
length of WOF for an accent border

between the body and trim.
